Dear Parents / Carers of children currently in Year 2,

I am writing to you to outline our plans for transition this year. Below is a list of the events which will take place between now and the end of term:

Tuesday 4th June at 1.30pm and Wednesday 5th June at 9.30am
New parents are invited to visit our school and have a tour from members of our school council. You don’t need to make an appointment, just arrive at our main reception at the times stated above.

Wednesday 19th June
Year 2 children will be brought to our Main School site by their current teachers and have an opportunity to look around and familiarise themselves with the building. 

Monday 1st July
